	What is it?
	A web based tool for creating presentations which are then stored online and can be embedded into blogs or web pages.

 It also enables users to integrate multimedia content into their presentations to create dynamic and engaging learning activities and tasks.

No software to download and nothing to pay for – and when you're done building your presentation you can share it any way you like.



	How to?
	· Go to http://280slides.com
· Click on “launch” at the top of the site.

· Click “ Create a New Presentation” to get started. 

· Select a design for your presentation.

· Click on “OK” once you have the one you like.

· Then double click to start adding text.

· Use the icons at the top to change your layout or add more pages.

· To add media to the pages just click on any media type icons at the top of the page.

· To add video or images just type in a keyword and search.

· Double click on the one you want or click “upload”. The video should appear in the centre of your presentation slide. You can drag it to position-resize it- add a title and start adding tasks.

· Once your presentation is complete, you can download it or share it online. Here you need to register by only entering your e-mail address.

· The options to share it are as follows: 

a) publishing it to slideshare

b) e-mailing

c) creating an embed code for a website or a blog
