· Click on “ Start a Storybird with art tagged "…." 
· Start by writing in the box that appears and drag a picture onto your story by simply dragging one (You can change your pictures at any time) 
· Click “add a page” to carry on writing your story.
· Write in the box and drag another picture onto your sheet. Repeat this until you finish your story.
· Click on ‘Menu” on the right top side of the screen to invite a friend to write collaboratively, publish your story or save and close.
