	What is it?
	It is a flashcard production and a use website, with inbuilt group and collaboration features to help learn and recycle language through memorisation, testing, and play. It also allows learners to devise their own archieves and/or revision tasks. 

	How to?
	· Visit the home page and watch the demo on how to use Quizlet (http://quizlet.com/demo-video.php)

· Join the site (free)

a. Create a Quizlet account for yourself and try creating some flashcards.

b. Try sharing the link to your flashcards with your students (they can study without creating accounts).

c. Create a group for your class flashcards and invite your students to create Quizlet accounts so they can see all the flashcards in one place and track their scores over time. Note that students must be at least 13 years of age to get a Quizlet account, and that they will need a confirmable email address in order to access Quizlet’s group functionality.

d. Try creating some flashcard sets with images for an even more compelling study experience.
